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1.  Analysis of E. B. White’s Children’s Books
FRMRFR BRI Liu Jing

White is best known for his three children’s books, Stuart Little (1945), Charlotte s Web (1952), and The Trumpet
of the Swan (1970). These books are now considered classics. In Stuart Little Stuart is born to human parents, despite
looking like a mouse and being two inches tall. Stuart is a picaresque hero, having a series of adventures in which
he is brave, ingenious, enterprising, and romantic. In Charlotte s Web Wilbur is born as a runt pig, and the farm girl
Fern persuades her father not to kill him. Later, with the help of his spider friend Charlotte, who writes about him
in her web, Wilbur becomes famous so his life is saved again. In The Trumpet of the Swan Louis, a trumpet swan,
is mute. Through the help of his father and his friend the boy Sam, plus his own efforts, he becomes able to
communicate and live the life he wants.

In my presentation I will compare White’s three children’s books for the following features: first, the endings and
themes of the stories; second, the female supporting characters; and third, the style of White’s writing.
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2. The Role of Native American Mythology in Children's Books of Louise Erdrich

Native American author Louise Erdrich has been writing for children her Birchbark House series, including The
Birchbark House (1999), The Game of Silence (2005), The Porcupine Year (2008), Chickadee (2012), and Makoons
(2016). In the series, Erdrich gives us a full look at nineteenth-century Native American daily life, culture, and
myths.

Erdrich understands the complexity of human nature and American culture, including Native American culture,
which means that she does not write characters who are all strong or all weak in the same way. In my presentation,
then, I’m going to explain the varieties of strong women in The Birchbark House series.

My analysis of strong women in The Birchbark House series reveals the appreciation of women’s power and
strength in Native American and American culture, as well as the acceptance of having an “unusual” personality.
