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English Literature Education in India, Past and Present, With Reference to

Looking at the experience of English study in India, we will reconsider the discipline of
“English” in Japan. The two countries have in common the way in which they adopted the idea
of English Literature as a major component of general education. However, in other ways the
two countries’ experiences diverge, and the narrative of English Literature has changed
according to historical conditions. Whereas in Japan English has never been a true literary
language, in India, English became a major language in literature, necessitating a redefinition
of English Literature. As Gauri Viswanathan said in Masks of Conquest: Literary Study and
British Rule in India (1990), it is true to say that English Literature has adapted to the British
educational system, and indeed English itself has metamorphosed.

After three short talks, we will discuss what lies behind the changing conceptions of English
Literature.

English Literature Education in England
Keiko AOKI-ITO

The teaching of English in England is always a political matter. English has been one of the
core subjects in the National Curriculum since 1988. The Education Reform Act of 1988 led to
the establishment of the National Curriculum and national assessments monitored by an
inspectorate whose goal is ongoing reform. However, at the end of the 19th century, English as
a subject was not established as part of formal education although the study of English
Literature had just appeared in higher education. In 1921, the government issued the Newbolt
Report, which was the first formal paper for the teaching of English. It revealed the real
situation of teaching English in all institutions in England and attracted a great deal of attention
to the importance of the role of the national language and literature at all educational levels.
Since then, the status of English as a school subject has become more established and has
continued to be connected with political concerns.

Shakespeare in the Post-World War Il Hiroshima
Dr. Hajime SAITO

William Shakespeare’s plays have been hugely popular in Japan particularly from the mid
19th century to the present day probably because the bard and his works have been regarded as
being representative of English literature. In Hiroshima, the city whose central area was



destroyed by the US army’s dropping of an atomic bomb, Shakespeare seems to have
represented something else: his famous plays such as Romeo and Juliet, Hamlet or King Lear
have been performed by high school and university students in relation to, for example, the
post-war reconstruction of the city, the newly established coeducation system and the
proliferation of the “no more Hiroshimas” ideals. These Shakespearean experiences in a local
city might help us reconsider the significance of the education of English literature in the
whole of the post-war Japanese society.

The Trajectory of English Studies in Delhi University
Dr. Munish Tamang

English Departments occupy a very important position in Indian Universities. Besides,
offering Literature Programme at the undergraduate and postgraduate levels, the department
also offers Language programmes for almost all other disciplines in the university. These
language programmes also include English for specific purposes.

In India, English is seen as a language of aspiration as well as a link language to the world. It
would therefore be interesting to see how the English department negotiates these positions
within the university. My presentation will explore the trajectory of English studies in India
with reference to Indian universities in general and Delhi University in particular. In doing so, |
shall draw from my own experience as a student and as a faculty of the University. The
presentation will examine the changes in the syllabus as also the debates and arguments
informing these changes. The presentation will also analyse how the newer elements in the
changing syllabus have impacted both the reception and pedagogical experience within the
teaching-learning community.

Kazuo Ishiguro’s debut novel A Pale View of Hills has been highly acclaimed and studied
since its publication in 1982, among which Sunday Times commented it as “a macabre and
faultlessly worked enigma.”

This presentation tries to analyze A Pale View of Hills from a psychoanalytical perspective
with a Freudian theoretical support. Through the analysis of the repetitions of identities,
languages, settings and scenes, this presentation aims not only at solving the “enigma” of the
story, but also at finding out “the great emotional force” hidden in the discourse. An expected
conclusion is that the uncanniness in this novel not only functions as a narrative style but also
as an emotional force, which contains great aesthetic value and resonating power.
